Boundweave is not a specific pattern threading or weave structure, but rather a

method of treadling to create pattern in a sturdy weft -faced fabric on several differ-
ent threadings. The resulting fabric is suitable for rugs, wall hangings, bags, pillows

and some garments. Each student will dress a loom to a different threading and ex-

plore the design possibilities of that weave. Using graph paper and colored markers,

we will learn to draft out figures and designs which will then be woven at the loom.

It will be for two days and all levels of weavers can enjoy this work shop. If we get

10 weavers the cost will be $95.00 for a two day workshop in March. Vicki Tardy will

be teaching.  Vicki has been weaving since 1974 and was co -owner of The Weaving
Studio in lowa City, lowa, from 1983 i11993. Teaching weaving has
focus in recent years; she has taught beginning and intermediate classes and work-
shops for The Weaving Studio, the lowa Federation of Handweavers and Spinners,
the Midwest Weavers Association, Convergences and guilds throughout the country.
Her main areas of interest are exploring various 4 - and 8 -shaft pattern weaves and
adapting them to use in garments and functional
